PLEASE NOTE: Frequent schedule changes are a fact of life in the NSYBA! Please check with your team’s manager
and this web page’s “"Revision History” often to make sure you have the current schedule.

The home team (second column) is responsible for game balls and hiring the umpires. In some cases, you may be
the visiting team on your home diamond. This is usually to equalize umpiring expense, especially for those leagues
who don't have or have lost their home diamonds and must play all or most of their games away.

SCHEDULING: The scorekeeper schedules matchups for the first three weeks of the season at random. After that,
depending on team and diamond availability, he ranks and handicaps the teams, then sets matchups of as nearly
equal teams as possible for the rest of the season.
