
PONY LEAGUE SUMMER BASEBALL!

You can keep playing baseball after the Fourth of July!
Summer is a wonderful time to play baseball. And Skokie
Indians has a program for you.

In conjunction with the North Suburban Youth Baseball
Association (NSYBA), we'll play a season of Summer Ball.
And we'll play all over the North Shore. Some of the dia-
monds we will play at include our own Central Park West,
Laramie Park West (some games under the lights at night),
Wildwood in northwest Chicago, and Evanston's James Park
and Morton Grove's Prairie View (both with grass infields).

A GREAT SCHEDULE

Most of our games will be on weekday evenings. This is
summertime, and many families like to take long weekends,
so there will be a minimum of weekend games.

Since our Summer Ball is for fun and learning, we won't
have playoffs, just lots of baseball.

Look for the season to start on July 14 and run through
August 17.

RULES OF THE GAME

We'll play under the Major League Rules of Baseball
supplemented by the NSYBA Local Rules.

WHO CAN PLAY

Baseball players of league ages 13
through 15. Your league age is how old
you are on August 1, 2003. Sorry, but
players rostered on any traveling teams at
any time in 2003 are not eligible for Summer Ball. And the
NSYBA allows only two 15 year olds per team, and those 15
year olds must have played on an NSYBA team during the
spring 2003 season.

COST

We hope to find a sponsor to pay all our Summer Ball
expenses (game balls, umpires, and so on). If we can’t, the
cost will be no more than $25.00 per player.

The cost is so low because teams provide their own
jerseys and use pants from the spring season. We also use
only one umpire per game.
