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ROUND-ROBIN, SUDDEN DEATH BASEBALL TOURNAMENT

1. Every team plays every other team.
2. Games are three innings each (or less, depending on time remaining). Tied games end
at the bottom of the third inning, no matter what.
4. No full inning may start after half an hour before the next game start on that diamond.
5. No more than the fewer number of players in the batting order go to the plate in an
inning. (If one team has 11 players and the other team has 8, only 8 bat on either side.)
6. The team with the most number of wins wins the tournament.
7. Tie-breakers:

a. Head-on record: team that beat the other takes higher place.

b. Total aggregate runs scored in the tournament.

c. Coin-toss.
